Nights at the Circus
marc marnie is one of Scotland’s leading contemporary photographers.  He has spent over a quarter of a century photographing thousands of actors and musicians on stage and in his Edinburgh studio.  His portfolio reads like a Who’s Who of music, featuring the likes of Dizzy Gillespie, Miles Davis, James Brown, Nick Cave, Liam Gallagher, k d lang and Emmylou Harris. 

He has built his reputation on memorable and incisive black and white photographs.  Recently however he has been discovering and exploring the potential and immediacy of colour and digital technology.  The results can be seen in Marnie’s second show for 2005 - marc marnie's Nights At The Circus – featuring all the magic and sparkle of The Famous Spiegeltent, in a stunning new exhibition for the Edinburgh Fringe. 

There are acrobats, singers and burlesque artists, in full-on performance and in quiet moments backstage.  Most of the photographs in Nights at the Circus were taken over an intense two days, inspired by the colour and vibrancy of the performers of the late night show La Clique and Irish/French singing sensation Camille.
Marc also has an alternative career as a drummer with rock band Death Star 4  (raw power with a Scottish heart!), which includes former members of Goodbye Mr McKenzie and Blues’n’Trouble. They recently made their first live appearances at the Village, the 3 Tuns and the Bongo Club and are soon heading back to the studio to complete their first CD.
